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Main focus:

A number of projects have been designed to revitalize rural areas—in particular, art-related projects and
events have been designed and implemented to alleviate and understand these issues. For instance, Artist
in Residence (AiR) projects have been one of the most original programs, in which artists are invited to
rural areas for making and exhibiting their socially engaged artworks. In the UK, a leading county of public
art interventions and AiR projects, a debate has started on how universities and the voluntary sector can
collaborate for the purpose of art-led rural development. In the north part of the UK, there has been an
experience on the collaboration of diverse stakeholders such as universities, artists, voluntary sectors and
local authorities. As a part of the networking program between the University of Tokyo and Newcastle
University, with joint-hosting of Tokyo-area seminar of the Rural Planning Association, we host academics
and art professionals from the UK to have an informed discussion on the conditions of promoting

contemporary art practices as a form of rural development.
